Knitwear

Knitwear has been considered a very potential
and progressive sector for the last two decades in
Bangladesh export trade. Knitwear sector holds
the first position in the export commeodity basket.
The export earnings of the sector in FY 2022-23
was USS$ 25738.20 million which showed 10.87%
growth over the export earnings of US$ 23214.32
million in FY 2021-22. Out of the total national
export earnings of in FY 2022-23, knitwear sector
contributes 46.32%. The growth of the Knil sector
between FY 2007-08 and FY 2022-23 is 365.21%.
The leading five markets of knitwear products are
Germany, the USA, the UK, France and Spain.

Woven Garments

Woven sector occupies the second position in our
commodities export horizon. The exporl earnings
of the sector in FY 2022-23 was 21253.41 million
US$ which showed 9.56% increase over US$
19398.84 million in the previous FY 2021-22. Out
of the total export earnings in FY 2022-23, woven
sector contributes 38.25% to the national export.
The growth of the woven sector between FY
2007-08 and FY 2022-23 is 956%. The leading
five markets of woven products are the USA,
Germany, the UK, Canada and Spain.

Jute & Jute Goods

Bangladesh is the largest jute producing country
and jute & jute goods sector is the 5th largest export
item of Bangladesh. The export earnings of the
sector in FY 2022-23 was US$ 912.25 million which
indicates 19.10% decrease compared to US$1127.63
million in the previous FY 2021-22. Out of the total
export earnings in FY 2022-23, jute & jute goods
sector contributes 1.64%. The leading export
markets of jute & jute products are Turkey, Iran,
Belgium, Syria and Egypt.
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Home Textiles

Home Textile has emerged as an important sector
of Bangladesh in the recent years. This sector
occupies the 4th largest position. Export earnings

of this sector in the FY 2022-23 was US%1095.29

million that indicates 32.47% decrease compared
to the US$ 1621.93 million in the previous FY
2021-22. Home Textile contributes 1.97% to the
export earnings in FY 2022-2023. The UK, the
USA, Sweden, Germany, France, Canada, Spain,
the Netherlands, Belgium, ltaly etc. are the

prominent export markets of Home Textiles.

Frozen and Live Fish
As a hundred percent value added product,

frozen food sector has occupied a significant
position in our export trade. Frozen shrimp is the
main product of this sector. The export earnings
of the sector in the FY 2022-23 was US$ 422.28
million which showed 2076% decrease
compared to the US$ 53294 million in the
previous FY 2021-22. In the total export earnings
of 2022-23, frozen tood sector contributes 0.76%.
The leading five markets of frozen food are the
USA, the UK, Belgium, the Netherlands and
Cermany.

Agricultural and Agre Processual Products

Agricultural products have been playing a vital
role among our exportable items. Vegetables,
fruits and tobacco are the subsector of this sector.
The export earnings of the sector in the FY
2022-23 was USS 843.03 million which showed
27.47% decrease compared to the US§ 1162.25
million in the previous fiscal year 2021-22. In the
total export earnings in FY 2022-23 Agriculture
Products sector contributes 1.51%. The leading
five markets of Agricultural products are the UK,
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, UAE, Qatar and

Kuwait.
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Engineering Products

Engineering products hold one of the remarkable
positions in Bangladesh export trade Bicycle,
electric product, iron and steel, copper wire,
machineries, stainless steel etc. are the prominent
ones. The export earnings of the sector in FY
2022-23 amounted to USS 585.85 million which
showed 26.37% decrease compared to the US$
795.63 million iIn the previous FY
2021-22 Notahle markets of this sector are
Thailand, Japan, the Netherlands, India, Korea,
the UK, Taiwan and Pakistan.

Footwear

The export earnings of the sector in FY 2022-23
was US$ 1182.67 million which shows 1.88%
decrease compared to the export of US§ 120533
million in the previous FY 2021-22. The footwear
sector has contributed 2.12% to the total export
earnings during FY 2022-23. The main export
markets of footwear are Japan, Italy, Germany,
France, Spain, Austria etc.

Leather & Leather Products (Without Footwear)

The export earnings of the sector in the FY
2022-23 was US$ 519.81 million which showed
6.30% increase over USS 489.00 million in the
previous FY 2021-22. Hong Kong, Italy, Karea,
Japan and China are the five major export

markets of this product.

Pharmaceutical

Pharmaceutical products sector is considered a
potential sector in export trade of Bangladesh.
Currently Bangladesh exports pharmaceutical
products to 131 countries in the world. Total
export earnings of this sector in the FY 2022-23
was US$ 175.42 million. Myanmar, Sri Lanka,
the USA, the Philippines, and Kenya are among
the leading exporting countries.

Policy and Planning Division plays key role in
formulating the export policy dmaft and in
implementing them through appropriate programs.In
addition, this division gathers data from different
divisions and delivers opinions on trade related issues,
communicates with international trade organizations
like the World Trade Organization, multi-lateral forum,
provides opinions on policies and rules related (o trade
cooperalion with different countries. This division
coordinates in policy formulation related to foreign and
domestic investmenl This division also provides
administrative support to the Duty-Free Quola-Free
(DFQF) granting countries and alliances. It organizes
seminars/workshops all over the country under
National Export Training Program (NETP). It also
maintains  networking  with  Trade Promotion
Organization of different countries of the world to
promole export and prepares proposal for potential
markel for gelting trade benefits. Compilation of export
statistics, and uploading it to EPB website on regular
basis is one of major responsibilities of this division. The
important activities of the Policy Planning Division in
the FY 2022-2023 are given below:

23 Trade
Promotion Organizations of Asian countries are the
member of ATPE and among them twenty six (26)
participants from 12 countries including Bangladesh
participated in the 35th ATPF CEO meeting in Dhaka.

It is expected that outcome of this
study will play significant role in promoting the export
trade of Bangladesh.

The Honorable Prime Minister of the Government of
the People’s Republic of Bangladesh has declared jute
and Jute products as the Product of the Year for 2023,
Following this declaration, actions to organize a
Seminar al national level and to prepare a time-bound
aclion plan have been undertaken.

Participation in international trade fairs across the
globe has been considered as an operative marketing
teol to explore new markets and consolidate the
existing market abroad. It is indispensable to pursue
an inteprated marketing plan lo expand the export
market under the perview of Globalization. Export
Promotion Bureau (EPB) participates in a good
number of Inlernational Trade Fairs and organizes
Single Country ‘Trade Fair/ Conference/
Match-Making Mectings across the globe each
financial year under its markel diversification
initiative for creating a market of our exportable. EPB
generally participates in four types of fairs with the
aim of implementing the annual market development
program. These are 1. Sourcing Fair, 2, Consumer
Fair, 3. Single Country Trade Fair, and 4. Thematic
Fair. 90% of the [airs in which the Bureau participates
are Sourcing Fair in nature, and the leading as well as
new potential exporters of the country take parl to
find new buyers by penetrating the existing markel
and exploring new export destinations.

The activities undertaken by EPB through such
participation in the international trade fair as well as
single-country trade fairs are also intended to provide
direct marketing support to the privale sector. The
export-oriented companies that participate under the
banner of EPB enjoy the benefit of 30% to 50%
subsidies. Participating in international trade fairs
also strengthens our bilateral trade relations and
increases our volume of export and opportunities for
investment. EPB assists the women entrepreneur to
showcase Lheir products in the international arena in
line with the government initiative of women
empowerment. To encourage women enlreprencirs
in the international arcna, they are being given a
maximum subsidy of 60% on the participation fees. It
is worth mentioning that the Standard Operating
Procedure (SOP) for participating in international
trade fairs has been prepared with the assistance of
the Netherlands-based business support organization
CBI (Center for the Promaotion of Imports from
Developing Countries). Additionally, a separate desk
has been created for startups and women
entrepreneurs, providing a one-stop service.

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Specialized product-based international sourcing
fairs, aimed at developing the export market and
exploring new destinations, are being initiated and
organized at the newly buill Bangabandhu
Bangladesh China Friendship Exhibition Center
(BBCFEC) under the banner of the EPB. Through this
BBECFEC, EPB will be able to establish Dhaka as a
prominent trading hub in the South Asia region.

EPB emphasizes the potential and prime exportable
items of the country through its market development
activities. A diverse range of exportable items from

It is worth mentioning that only the Registered
Exporters (REX) can issue the Certificate named the
Statement of Origin (S00) Certificates for their
exporled pgoods. REX registration process [or
Bangladesh exporting companies has started on
21.67.2019. A total number of 213 Garments [actories
have completed REX registration, during TY
2022-2023.

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Dhaka International Trade Fair (DITF)- 2023 has
been succeselully organised in the newly buailt
Bangabandhu Bangladesh-China Friedship
Exhibition Center at Purbachal, Dhaka. Decisions
have been made to build new structures for giving this
cenler an international standard and complete nature.
Ministry of Commerce approved the extension of the
project period. Among the undergoing constructions,
for drawing plan and design regarding building new
exhibition hall, parking facility for 2000 Vehicles,
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spacious auditorium, residential hotel, dormitory,
Warehouse, etc. consultancy firm selection process Is
underway. Keeping security purpose beautification in
mind, constructing boundary walls and gates with
upmost highl and gardening land escaping s
undergoing. Activilies are ongoing lo organize
upcoming DITF 2024 in this center like the previous
year. Moreover, in the existing Master Plan of RAJUK,
there is provision to construct 60 feet wide road
between allotted 20 acres and 6.10 acres of land of the
project. The plan to construct the said road is not in
favor of construction of appropriate infrastructures
for the cxhibition center. Due to this, construction
works of new infrastructures in the allotted 6.10 acres
land could not be started till now.

In terms of the industrial trade and economy, Rajshahi
region has lagged behind compared to Dhaka,
Chettagram and Khulna regions, the contribution and
importance ol Rajshahi region in the overall export
business of Lhe country is gelling momentum.

The main export items of Rajshahi region are
Readymade Garments, Jute and Jute-goods, Plastic

Moreover, some Hand-loom Products are
exported o Japan and some to European Countries
under GSP Scheme.
